East Africa Region:

The 2010 season kicked off with a successful start of the season pertaining to cricket development in the following countries:

Kenya:

The highlights for cricket Kenya included hosting the Pepsi ICC C.W.C.Q in December 2010.
The all rounder academy for the East Africa region was also hosted in Kenya.
There were various courses with regards to cricket development under the auspices of the Pepsi ICC Development Programme, which was also held in Kenya.
Their National team participated in various tournaments and events, the main event being the ICC Cricket World Cup 2011, held in Asia.


Rwanda:

Rwanda Cricket Association celebrated their 10th anniversary of cricket in their country. The event was celebrated in a spectacular gala evening in Kigali in commemoration of cricket development in that country.
Rwanda has been successfully establishing cricket facilities for both junior and senior cricket through the Pepsi ICC development program and governmental support.


Seychelles:

The SCA were successful in becoming the 105th member of the ICC, after being accepted in 2010 at the ICC Annual Conference in Singapore.
SCA, being a young cricket establishment, has very good facilities and a very efficient and professional executive committee that will augur well for cricket development in the country.
There were no cricket development courses that were held in Seychelles, but the SCA’s chairman did attend the Corporal Governance and Strategic Leadership Course in Johannesburg, South Africa.
The 2011 cricket season will be a testing time for SCA, as they will be competing in various events and tournaments.
We welcome SCA in the last Africa region, as well as to the ICC and ACA cricket facility.


Tanzania:

Once again, Tanzania has taken their own initiative in building a solid foundation with regards to facilities and cricket development, as per the following aspects:

Junior cricket development for boys and girls
Junior competitions in league format
Women's / girls development
Introduction of girls into club cricket
Senior women's cricket leagues
Senior men's competitions
International T20 competitions
International senior women's competitions

TCA’s has extended their cricket development program into rural areas, which has been very successful.




FACILITIES:

The revamp of TCA’s Academy, which will no doubt be one of the most advanced facilities in Tanzania, will boast features such as:

Structural modification
Installation of modern training equipment
Resurfacing of the flooring as well as the outdoor nets

Hence, TCA’s future looks bright, as their provincial and national teams will surely benefit with regards to their playing standards going forward.


Uganda:

UCA has embarked in a major drive with regards to cricket development at junior level for both boys and girls.
The development program and UCA has equipped the juniors by purchasing advanced cricket equipment that will be in service for a period of at least 7 years.
UCA successfully hosted the U15 tournament, as well as participating in the Pepsi ICC C.W.C.Q for senior women, held in Kenya, and the U19 girls’ tournament held in Tanzania. 
UCA’s senior club competition is still at a very high standard for senior men's.
Their national team has been involved in a number of international competitions, and they faired well.
The UCA sent a delegation of players to the all rounder academy hosted in Kenya.

Teachers and tutors programs
Local competitive tournaments
Training of coaches and development of umpires
Development of cricket grounds
