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The 2010 year was the year which recorded a very lean period relating to attaining sponsorship on a large magnitude. This situation was once again due to the effects on the global economic climate.

Long Term Sponsorships were not attained due to the fact that the ACA does not have a major international event to capture market share concerning sponsorships.

The drive to introduce an international event for the ACA has been programmed in 2010 and is to be launched in 2011. We are hoping to acquire a major sponsorship for division 1, of the African Premier League which will be played in East Africa.

The APL T20 event is to replace the Afro –  Asia series and we therefore are hoping that this will attract some sponsorship and this will ensure that the ACA will have an international event on its calendar that will be played on a yearly basis, as well as giving opportunity to the members participating in this event.

Although the general sponsorships for 2010 was not of what was expected, we did receive the following sponsorship with regards to cricket equipment and other aspects that was obtained from various companies which was paid directly to the suppliers and the majority of it did not go through our financial records. Part of the development income also attributed to barter deals (sponsorships) and development funding. 

· The ACA secured, once again, the sponsorship of vehicles from Tempest Car Hire. The value of the motor vehicle sponsorship was at R63 600.00 per annum
· The ACA secured a sponsor for the website, being Sahara Computers.
The value of the website was at R144 000.00 per annum





These sponsorships have certainly cut down operating costs at the Office which contributed to the small loss that has been audited for 2010.
