Uganda versus Kenya   
Uganda 177/0 (20/20) Kenya 102/10 (19.2/20) 
Uganda won by 75 runs 

 

After limping to two unconvincing victories, Uganda wrapped up the first round of 
games with an authoritative 75-run win over Joseph Angara’s young Kenyans. 
  
Uganda’s under-fire opening batsmen Roger Mukasa Galiwango and Arthur Kyobe 
silenced their critics, each, with an innings of brutal but controlled aggression knocks. 

Both started with caution managing 28 runs in the first seven overs before Mukasa, who 
had scored just one run from his previous three innings, raced to an unbeaten 101 runs. 
His century was the first of the tournament. It came off 63 balls and comprised of 11 
boundaries and a meaty six whereas his partner Kyobe grafted a half-ton of 74 off 57 
balls. 

Needing 177 to win, the Kenyan batsmen found the going tough and were bundled out 
102 runs in 19.2 overs with only one batsman Irfan Karim (26), son to former Kenyan 
captain Asif Karim, showing resolve.   

The trio of Deus Muhumuza (2/23), Brian Masaba (2/15) and Ronald Ssemanda (2/19) 
made the vital breakthroughs for Uganda. The home team also handed a debut to 14-
year-old Abdallah Isaac Lubega, who bowled one over for three runs.

Ghana versus Nigeria 

Ghana 129/10 (20/20) Nigeria 126 (19.5) 
Ghana won by 3 runs 

  
The West African derby, as anticipated, lived up to its billing in the final match of the 
first phase at Lugogo but it was Ghana that edged it a with a three-run win in a tense 
and nervy finish. 
 
Nigeria captain Endurance Ofem won the toss and stuck in Ghana. At 42 for 3 in 5.4 
overs, Nigeria’s decision to field first was being justified but Ghana captain Peter 
Ananya, batting at 8, rose to the occasion. He top scored with 34 and featured in a 
definitive eighth-wicket partnership of 58 with Isaac Aboagye (19) as Ghana set 129. 
 
An already fired-up Aboagye snared two quick wickets and was involved in the third – a 
run out, as Nigeria were left reeling on 17 for 3 inside three overs. 
 
Ramit Gill (17) and Kunle Adegbola (13) picked up the pieces but fell playing one-shot 
too many and it was left to powerful Olajide Bejide to rescue the match for the Division 
II Africa Twenty20 champions. 
 
The 25-year-old didn’t shy away from responsibility, exhibiting his undoubted big-hitting 
skills. He blazed 59 off 41 balls including two fours and five mighty heaves out of the 
park to Kampala Road and Lugogo Bypass and by the time he left at 126 for 7, Nigeria 
needed four runs from three balls to pull off a memorable win. 
 
It never happened. The remaining batsmen never troubled the scores, all getting 
cheaply run out and the fact that injured Segun Olayinka couldn’t make it from hospital 
to the ground in time for his inning, Nigeria were left stranded with no one to play the 
last ball. 
 
That man Ananya was the nightmare for his fellow West African brothers, castling Bejide 
in his economical spell of 1 for 4 in 1.5 overs to ensure that Ghana won their first match 
off the tournament. 
 
Aside the top two finishers qualifying for the Global Qualifier in Dubai, the tournament 
is doubling as the T20 Africa Premier League.
