Namibia versus Nigeria 
Nigeria 88/7 (20/20) Namibia (89/4 (12.3/20) 
Namibia won by 6 wickets (with 45 balls remaining) 
 
Namibia stretched their winning streak to five games with a six-wicket win over Nigeria 
at the bouncy and pacy Kyambogo oval. Endurance Ofem showed that he had learned 
his lessons well so far when he won the toss and denied Namibia the chance to pile 
another mammoth score.  
 
Despite batting first, Nigeria never found their rhythm setting a below par score of 88 
runs for the loss of 7 wickets in 20 overs. Ramit Gill top scored with 20 whereas the 
extras (19) were next as the spinning-pair of Louis Petrus van der Westhuizen (2/13) and 
Pikkie Ya France (2/11) stemmed the flow of runs. 
 
Namibia set about chasing the score without any fuss despite losing Westhuizen (4) with 
score on 11. Skipper Craig Williams (34 off 17) and Sarel Burger (23 off 29) took it 
beyond doubt. Burger left with three runs needed for victory which Nicholas Scholtz (6) 
was happy to score. 
Ofem (2/18) however left with his reputation intact after his four over spell accounted 
for the departure of Burger and Snyman.

Frank Nsubuga scored a 22-ball 48 as Uganda set 119 runs and Deus Muhumuza ensured 
an early lunch for both his teammates and fans that thronged Lugogo oval with three wickets in 
his final over for his career best figures of 5/17 in 3.3 overs. 
 

Harvey Obedi (29) and Samson Awiah (16) were the last batsmen that played with intent 
but when they departed at 56, the wheels came off their chase. Skipper Karashani 
pushed their panic buttons further and wrapped a sweet win for Uganda with a spell of 
2 for 2.

Uganda kept in 

the chase courtesy of Roger Mukasa (25 off 24) and Arthur Ziraba (48 off 44) who 

combined for a 54-run second wicket partnership. 

But the asking rate shot to 13 runs per over and the allure of quick runs forced the 

Ugandan batsmen to sacrifice their wickets in pursuit of the target. The home fans 

cheered on till the last ball but Namibiaôs experience saw them through as Uganda run 

out of time on 132 for 7 at the end of the day.
