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DAY FIVE WRAP UP – NAMIBIA AND UGANDA IN FINAL 
 
MORNING GAMES 
AT KYAMBOGO CRICKET GROUND 
Kenya versus Nigeria 
Kenya 107 (19.3/20 ov) Nigeria 111/7 (19.5/20 ov) 
Nigeria won by 3 wickets (with 1 ball remaining) 
 
The West Africans completed a sweet double over their East African brothers sneaking 
home by three wickets on the penultinmate ball in a low-scoring thriller played at 
Kyambogo oval. 
 
Nigerian captain Endurance Ofem continued to work the magic by winning another toss 
and folllowed up his luck by intelligently opting to bowl first. The young Kenyans played 
into his hands as his off-spinner Olalekan Awolowo proceeded to wreak havoc with a 
fiver that cost only 14 runs. 
   
Opener Duncan Allan, who has been a revealation this tournament, played with 
immense skill and poise enroute to top scoring with 48. Kenya's slow bowlers Raj Savala 
(1/6 in 4) and Vinit Shikotra (2/8 in 4) were as tidy as they come with Siddhant Taneja 
(2-20) making vital breakthroughs. But Adekunle Adegbola (36 off 33) erupted in the 
end with a flurry of boundaries to snatch the initiative from Kenya and send the Nigerian 
dug out into a frenzy.  
 
 
AT LUGOGO CRICKET GROUND 
Namibia versus Ghana 
Namibia 237/6 (20/20 ov) Ghana 77/10 (17.3/20 ov) 
Namibia won by 160 runs 
 
If anyone thought that Namibia were about to let up on their explosiveness then they 
got to know better as the southern Africans pounded the white-leather ball to all parts 
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of the Lugogo oval piling 237 runs enroute to winning by 160 runs. 
 
Skipper Craig Williams ( 83 off 33) and Sarel Burger (82 off 52) led the onslaught with a 
142-run stand that was littered by 15 boundaries and nine sixes. Only Ghana captain 
Peter Ananya, who bowled a late spell, prevented further damage to the scores with a 
witty spell of 2 for 31. 
 
Burger returned to wreak more havoc with a five-wicket haul as Ghana were bowled out 
for 77 in 17.3 overs.  The 15 extras top scored for Ghana with their wicket-keeper 
finishing on 14. 
 
 
AFTERNOON GAMES 
AT KYAMBOGO OVAL 
Uganda versus Nigeria   
Nigeria 112/8 (20/20 ov); Uganda 115/7 (20/20 ov) 
Uganda won by 3 wickets (with 10 balls remaining) 
 

Nigeria once again run Uganda close but the home team survived a late Nigerian 
ambush to reign  
by three wickets at Kyambogo oval. 
 
Nigeria, who agonisingly went down by two wickets against Uganda in the first round, 
exposed further some  
chinks in Uganda’s armoury, although the home team managed to cross the finish line 
albeit in miserly fashion 
with 10 balls remaining. 
 
The West Africans set 112 for the loss of eight wickets in the low scoring affair, thanks 
largely to opener Ademola Onikoyi’s 53-ball- 42 runs, as Ugandan bowlers Charles 
Waiswa (3/27), Karashani (2/15) and the parsimonious Frank Nsubuga (1/8) kept the 
noose tight in their four-over spells. 
 
Top order batsmen Roger Mukasa (15), Arthur Kyobe (21) and 14-year-old Abdallah 
Isaac Lubega (23) made the paltry crowd believe that the win would be achieved in 
quick time but Nigeria rallied back. 
 
At 82 for 4, Uganda crumbled to 103 for 7 in 17.4 overs and suddenly the Nigerians had 
their tails up. But Karashani (6*) and his contemporary Muhumuza (6*), like in the first 
match, broke their hearts with winning knocks. 
 
 
AT LUGOGO CRICKET GROUND 
Kenya versus Namibia 
Namibia 262/1 (20/20 ov); Kenya 93/8 (20/20 ov) 
Namibia won by 169 runs 
 
Namibia wrapped up their two round robin matches in emphatic fashion with massive 
169-run win over a spirited but potent-less Kenyan side. 
 



Louis Petrus van der Westhuizen was in destructive mood blazing the tournament's 
highest score 159 runs (seven fours & 16 mighty sixes) off just 70 balls. Skipper Craig 
Williams (42) was the only batsman to fall and together with Sarel Burger's unbeaten 53 
off 30 balls helped Namibia to an imposing total of 262. 
 
With the result not in doubt, Kenya targeted fiery paceman Louis Klazinga, getting 35 
runs off his four overs for just one wicket. Harrison Ambani Angila (16) clouted him for 
an amazing six over extra cover but was castled next over.  
 
And together with Duncan Allan's 16 they turned out to be mere drops in the ocean as 
Westhuizen (2-14) and Helao Nafidi Ya France (3-14) restricted Kenya to 93 runs.
